Advancing God's kingdom through people (1 Chron. 28)

1 Chronicles 28:2 Then King David rose to his feet and said:
"Hear me, my brethren and my people. I had it in my heart to
build a house of rest for the ark of the covenant of the LORD,
and for the footstool of our God, and I made preparations for
building.

3 But God said to me, “You may not build a house for my name,
for you are a warrior and have shed blood.’

? Yet the LORD God of Israel chose me from all my father's
house to be king over Israel for ever, for he chose Judah as
leader, and in the house of Judah my father's house, and
among my father's sons he took pleasure in me to make me
king over all Israel.

% He said to me, It is Solomon your son who shall build my
house and my courts, for I have chosen him to be my son, and [
will be his father.

Advice to Solomon

? " 4nd you, Solomon my son, know the God of your father, and
serve him with a whole heart and with a willing mind; for the
LORD searches all hearts, and understands every plan and
thought. If you seek him, he will be found by you; but if you
forsake him, he will cast you off for ever.

" Then David said to Solomon his son, "Be strong and of good
courage, and do it. Fear not, be not dismayed; for the LORD
God, even my God, is with you. He will not fail you or forsake
you, until all the work for the service of the house of the LORD
is finished.
